· Novel: allegory (objects, persons, actions of novel equate to meanings outside the novel), bildungsroman (coming-of-age where the protagonist starts with a child-like innocent view and develops an adult understanding of the world), epistolary (narrative developed through letters), utopia/dystopia (imaginary ideal or imaginary dysfunctional world), gothic (magic, mystery and/or chivalry are the primary characteristics.
